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 The Site; 

The development consists of 14, 1 bed 2 person flats on High Street, Coalville. They will all be let on 

an affordable rent. The Properties have been developed by emh homes, with a financial contribution from NWLDC, and the agreement is between emh homes and North West Leicestershire District Council. 

Reason for local lettings plan 

emh homes and North West Leicestershire District Council has a responsibility to help residents 

access good quality homes and housing services which meet their needs and help create sustainable, 

mixed and balanced communities. At the same time we need to ensure that those in urgent housing 

need are housed in a timely manner. 

The access to housing policy highlights that local lettings plans have an important role in widening 

housing choices for local people and helping to provide sustainable communities. The national and 

regional housing agendas encourage mixed tenures that cater for a range of households with varying 

needs. 

Legal Framework 

This approach complies with the government’s guidance issues through the fair and flexible 

statutory guidance on social housing allocations for local authorities in England (2009). This 

guidance allows Councils and housing providers to use local lettings policies to achieve a wide range 

of policy objectives. 

The local lettings Policy Criteria 

This applies to properties on this development. Both emh homes and North West Leicestershire 

District Council are proposing a local lettings policy which reflects key features in order to ensure a 

sustainable, mixed and balances community on this development. The criteria will be followed for 

initial lets until all homes on the development have been let. The anticipated date for first lets will 

be February/March 2016, and this agreement will stay in place for 5 years and therefore apply to all subsequent lets during that period. 
All lettings will be advertised through the Leicestershire sub-regional choice based lettings scheme 

or any successor scheme. 

· No less than 66% of all lets will be made to working applicants (full or part time) 

· No less than 50% of all lets will be made to applicants aged 25 years or over 

In deciding the allocations for each of the above criteria, priority will be awarded using the following 

hierarchy 

· Local connection 

· Housing Need Band 

· Effective date 

· Preference to emh homes/NWLDC tenants who are under occupying on a 50:50 basis 

No large pets will be allowed such as dogs or cats. Smaller pets such as birds or fish will be allowed 

providing permission is sought. 

If we are unable to achieve lettings under the above criteria, based on the bids received, and there 

are still empty properties 4 weeks after the handover date , then lettings will be made under the 

normal choice based lettings allocation procedure subject to emh homes’ Access to Housing Policy. 

Review Date 

This lettings plan will be reviewed by both parties initially after 6 months and yearly thereafter.
